B. Indeed, the Bible is the best gift that God has ever given to man.

1. The Bible tells us of our God and his love for us.
2. The Bible tells us why man is here.
3. The Bible tells us how to come to God in order to have salvation.
C. The Bible gives many names for itself.
1. Psalm 119 gives seven different names for the Bible.
2. Tonight, we want to examine these names and see what we can learn about the Bible.

GOD’S WORD IS GOD’S LAW,
A. Many times Psalm 119 refers to the Bible as God’s law.
1. “Blessed are the undefiled in the way, Who walk in the law of the LORD!” (Ps. 119:1).
2. “Open my eyes, that it may see Wondrous things from Your law™ (Ps. 119:18).
B. Laws are for obeying.
1. The government expects its laws to be obeyed, and they punish people who disobey those laws.
2. We need to obey God’s laws, too.
a. “Be very courageous to keep and to do all that is written in the Book of the Law of Moses, lest you turn aside
from it to the right hand or to the left” (Josh. 23:6).
b. “Blessed are those who hear the word of God and keep it!” (Lk. 11:28)
C. We must make every effort to obey God’s law.
1. God did not give his law so that we could treat it lightly; we’ve got to obey!

a. It does us no good to know God's Laws and not to do them—"Be doers of the word, and not hearers only,
deceiving yourselves” (Js. 1:22).
b. Are you obeying God’s law?

GOD’S WORD IS GOD’S TESTIMONIES. : .
A. Psalm 119 refers to God’s Word as God’s deerees. 7 =S "im,, \ . .
1. “Blessed are those who keep His testimonies” (Ps. 119:2). .
2. “I have rejoiced in the way of Your testimonies” (Ps. 119:14),
B. The Hebrew word for “testimony™ used here conveys the idea of God’s laws giving a divine warning,
1. The verb form is often used to speak of a strong warning.
2. God has given his people warnings.
a.  “Hear, O My people, and I will speak, O Israel, and I will testify against you™ (Ps. 50:7).
b. “I earnestly exhorted your fathers in the day I brought them up out of the land of Egypt, until this day” (Jer.
11:7).
3. God’'s Word gives us warnings.
a. God's Word warns us about the horrors of hell.
b. God’s Word warns us about the consequences of sin in this life.
4. Are we paying attention to God’s warnings?

GOD’S WORD IS GOD’S LIGHT.
A. Psalm 119 refers to God’s Word as God's light.
1. “Your word is a lamp to my feet And a light to my path” (Ps. 119:105).
2. “The entrance of Your words gives light” (Ps. 119:130).
B. Indeed, the Bible serves as a light.
1. The Bible refers to itself as a light.
a. “The commandment is 2 lamp, And the law a light” (Prov. 6:23).
b. “So we have the prophetic word confirmed, which you do well to heed as a light that shines in a dark place” (2
Pet. 1:19).
